Ms Warren sad a recent aticle in the City Voice suggested that Wdlington City
Council was consdering policies contrary to the Regiond Land Transport Strategy
and asked what power the Regional Council had to oppose such initiatives.

Councillor Hutchings, Welington City Council, said the City Transport Strategy had
not been finalised and the City Voice article had smply recorded comments from
individual Coundillors.

Councillor Barnard asked whether the Regiond Council involved other parties in
discussions before items reached the committee stlage.

Council tried to be inclusvein dl
its transport deliberations.
