Asrequired under Rule F 17 of the Constitution. | am now conducting an election
for President following the resignation from that office by the person holding
office. The appointment will be for the unexpired portion of the remaining term
of office ie until the 2002 Local Government New Zealand AGM. The election is
“at large”. That is, any person currently holding elected office on a council is
eligible. and nominations are not restricted to current members of National
Council (asisthe case with the Vice President positions).

Nominations

by affixing the Common Seal of the nominating authority. Nominations must be
seconded in writing on the same or another document under the Common Seal of
another member authority (Rule H 12).

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Should only one nomination be received for President by the close of nominations,
that person will be immediately declared elected by the Returning Officer and
they will assume office immediately. On the other hand, should there be no
nominations to fill the position. the Returning Officer will declare any vacancy
that is till required to be tilled. Under Rule H15, National Council must then
meet as soon as practicable to determine how the office may be filled and has full
power to decide on the procedures to apply to ensure that the office of President is
filled.

Voting
If more than one nomination is received. an election will be held by postal ballot.
A list of the validly nominated candidates will be circulated to all members as

soon as possible after 26 September 2000 along with any biographical material
provided by the candidates.

Voting papers will be due back with the Returning Officer by Friday 27 October.

The elections will be carried out using the 3-2-1 voting system and voting
entitlements will be distributed along with the voting papers.

Voting papers will be destroyed by the Returning Officer after the results have
been declared.
