Sections 19R and 19S

The Local Government Commission must before 11 April in the year of a
triennial general election determine the matters under 191. This
determination comes into effect for the next triennial general election and
may only be appealed on a point of law.

The Commission notifies the Council of its determination and its reasons
for it.
